According to the National Summer Learning Association, “Summer is a time for fun, for exploration, and yes, for learning - but in

different ways from the traditional school year. And this summer, more than ever, our highest priority must be on providing safe

spaces with caring adults, and learning opportunities grounded in student interests that can re-spark their engagement, foster

their recovery, and prepare them for returning to in-person learning in the fall.” As we head into summer after a very different

school year, how can parents, school, and community provide opportunities for students to reinforce skills and bridge the gap

between summer and fall while still having fun? 4

While some studies have disputed the idea that summer slide is “real”, there is little research as of yet on what happens when
COVID slide and summer slide meet up. One might argue that the 77 days between the last day of school this year and the first day of
school next year could be a critical time for students not only academically, but socially and emotionally. But, it's summer, and
summer is supposed to be fun. Haven't we suffered enough?
